  Itôs that time of year again.  My calendar tells me Iôm 

due for my annual physical.  Part of this regular health check-up concerns 

some uncomfortable questions about diet and exercise.  When my doctor 

reviews my blood work, heôll probably ask me how many Klondike bars I 

eat each week and remind me that golf is a hobby, not exercise.  Iôll 

squirm, knowing that I canôt hide the truth from him.  But, deep down Iôll 

be grateful for his concern about my health and the kind of lifestyle that 

promotes it. 

  Iôve often wondered why the church doesnôt encourage its members to 

schedule an annual ñspiritualò check-up.  Our Book of Order considers this 

to be a responsibility of church membership:   

Members, shall, when encouraged by the Session, regularly 

review and evaluate the integrity with which they are involved in 

the ministry of the church and consider ways in which their 

participation in the worship and service of the church may be 

increased and made more meaningful.  Book of Order G-5.0501 

  This exercise could be a healthy alternative to waiting until some crisis 

occurs before taking stock of oneôs spiritual wellbeing.  Surely a moment 

of personal trauma or crisis of faith is not the best time to tend to the 

house-keeping of oneôs soul!  It seems rather obvious that such spiritual 

assessment happens best on a level path, during periods of relative calm 

and stability.    

 To that end, I invite you, during these quieter summer months to ask, as 

the Amish do when they greet each other, ñHow is it with your soul?ò  

Specifically, ñreview and evaluate the integrity with which you are 

involvedò in the following: 

a daily time of listening, prayer, and Bible reading; 

weekly worship; 

regular participation in a study or prayer fellowship, and; 

consistent support of the mission of the church and the 

advancement of Godôs kingdom through the grateful sharing of 

oneôs income. 

Of course, I would welcome the opportunity to conduct such a spiritual 

review with you, keeping this prayer from Psalm 139 in mind: 

Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my thoughts.  

See if there is any hurtful way in me, and lead me in the way 

everlasting.

¶ Heard a presentation by R.P. Higgins proposing an unobtrusive, user-friendly video projection system

¶ Voted to inform the church architect that RPC is open to the inclusion of R.P.ôs proposal with the 
comprehensive plans for the enhancement of the sanctuary. 

¶ Voted to propose to the congregation By-Law revisions to Rule 18 (Memorial Committee) and Rule 19 

(Scholarship Committee) to add that an active Elder would be appointed to each committee as 

Chairperson, confirming the Sessionôs oversight and authority (Book of Order, G-10.0102i). 

¶ Voted to set Sunday, June 13, 2010 for a Congregational meeting to present the By-Law revisions for 

approval. 

¶ Voted to approve the Corporate Administration Committeeôs recommendation that the Reverend Dr. 
Linda Wright Simmons be offered a contract to serve as visiting Pastor during Pastor Wilcoxôs 

sabbatical.  Linda Simmonsô primary responsibilities would be providing pastoral care, resourcing 

worship leadership and, supporting the Christian Education Director on a 1 day per week basis.

July 4  Rev. Dr. Linda Wright Simmons/Communion* 
 
 While we celebrate our nationôs Independence Day, we will celebrate our churchôs 
ñInterdependence Day.ò  It will be a time to celebrate our gift as the body of Christ--expecting to rely 
on one another; the connectional nature of our denomination, the Presbyterian Church USA; and our 
bond, as fellow Christians, with others in our community and world. 
 
July 11 Iona (Led by Karen Jolly) 
 
 On July 11, we will celebrate worship in the tradition of the Iona Abbey. This worship is marked 
by serenity, simple music and refrains, candle lighting, and readings. It is experiential worship and a 
time to encounter the Spirit moving among us. 
 The Iona Community, founded in 1938 by the Rev George MacLeod, is an ecumenical 
Christian community of men and women from different walks of life and different traditions in the 
Christian church. Its headquarters are in Glasgow, Scotland, but its main activities take place on the 
island of Iona, and to a lesser extent also on Mull, in Argyll and Bute. 
 The community began as a project led by George MacLeod, at that time, a Church of Scotland 
minister in Govan, Glasgow, to close the gap which he perceived between the Church and working 
people. He took a group of ministers and working men (the original community was all male) to Iona 
to rebuild the ruined medieval Iona Abbey together. The community which grew out of this was 
initially under the supervision of an Iona Community Board reporting to the Church of Scotland's 
General Assembly, but later the formal links with the Church of Scotland were loosened to allow the 
community more scope for ecumenical involvement.  
 The Iona Community is a scattered community. Its members live mainly in Scotland, England 
and Wales, others live in Australia, Germany, Malaysia and the United States. Among them are 
Presbyterians, Anglicans, Lutherans, Quakers, Roman Catholics and people of no denominational 
allegiance. The community has a strong commitment to ecumenism and to peace and justice issues. 
 The community has its own ecumenical liturgy which is used daily in the abbey and elsewhere. 
Iona is considered a "new monastic" community. Most new monastic communities emphasize the 
following thoughtful, prayerful, and contemplative lives; communal life (expressed in a variety of ways 
depending on the community); a focus on hospitality; and practical engagement with the poor
