It’s been said that “Love creates its own evidence.”  With this in mind, the 
Worship Committee is encouraging the congregation to create its own 
evidence of God’s love this Easter.  You will find in this edition of the 
newsletter and the bulletins leading up to Easter Sunday, the invitation to 
contribute to “In Lieu of Flowers.”  In years past, lily plants have been 
purchased in honor or in memory of loved ones.  Often though these beautiful 
symbols of Easter go unclaimed and end up wilting and dying in Calvin Hall. 
  One way to resurrect this Easter tradition is to consider paying for the cost of 
a lily plant ($10.00) and designating the amount for mission.  Of course, you 
can still purchase a plant if you wish, and you can also indicate on the order 
form the names of those you intend to honor or remember.  But instead of 
simply paying for a plant that may prove to be only a temporary reminder of 
Easter, you have the opportunity to invest in more enduring Easter evidence 
by way of a gift to a local mission to be determined by the Social Concerns 
Committee. 
  This “In Lieu of Flowers” initiative is really nothing new.  Many obituaries 
indicate that, in lieu of flowers, memorial gifts can be directed to some 
particular cause or organization.  Families wanting to honor the memory of 
loved ones recognize the lasting legacy of such gifts.  Given the current 
economic crisis and the increasing need of many of our neighbors, this extra 
mile mission opportunity can provide tangible confirmation of resurrection 
hope. 
  Consider this:  if the cost of a lily plant was designated, as a contribution to 
the Central Brevard Sharing Center, for example, it could provide five hot 
meals.  And what a blessing that would be considering that, on average, the 
Sharing Center serves close to 200 hot lunches each day! 
  In writing of the resurrection, Paul declares, “For this perishable body must 
put on imperishability, and this mortal body must put on immortality.”  1 
Corinthians 15:53. As the body of Christ, the community of the Risen Christ here 
in Rockledge, we can do this in a very visible way through our support of the 
“In Lieu of Flowers” Easter offering. 
  Here’s to our being evidence of God’s love in Christ this Easter, in ways that 
truly endure!

Most Voluntary Pre-K Providers Make the Grade 

Only 13 private schools fail to meet state standards  

Headlines in the FLORIDA TODAY March 10, 2009 by (MEGAN DOWNS) 

The voluntary pre-K program taught at Rockledge Presbyterian Church School prepared all our 
4-year-olds of 2007-2008 to take the Kindergarten Readiness Test given by the public schools 
at the beginning of their public kindergarten experience in the school year 2008-2009. 

The tests are scored on a scale of zero to 300, based on how well the students performed in the 
three key early learning areas of alphabet recognition, sound recognition, and classroom 
readiness. 

The 2007-2008 members of our VPK class under the direction of Jan Taffer Director and VPK 
teachers Cindy Mercer and Tarra Bertram and aides Margarita Walker and Pam Bifoss along 
with the rest of our staff scored a perfect score of 300 points, the top score in Rockledge and 
one of the top seven scores in Brevard.  (There were 121 perfect scores in the state out of 4000 
plus private and public schools) 
 
We would like to thank our church members for their support of the school program. The RPS 
Board and its staff pledge to continue to love and nurture the children of RPS. We are 
continuing to build a preschool of which our church community and RPS families can be proud.

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CENTRAL FLORIDA PRESBYTERY 
BRIEF SUMMARY OF THE MARCH 7, 2009 PRESBYTERY MEETI NG 

 
The Presbytery met on Tuesday, March 7, 2009 at Fir st Presbyterian Church of Maitland. This 
meeting was led by Moderator Rev. Dr. Tom Biery, Pa stor of First Church, Mount Dora.  
Highlights of the meeting are as follows:  

 
- Led in Worship by Preacher, Dr. Rodger Nishioka of Columbia Theological Seminary. He was 
assisted by Elder Cheryl Carson, Rev. George Wilcox, Rev. Dr. Ed Peterson, Rev. Erin Davenport 
(celebrant for the Lord's Supper), and musicians from First Church, Maitland.  
 
- Were informed by Executive Presbyter Paige McRight that Resource Center Coordinator, Suzanne 
Sugiuchi, was leaving the staff at the end of May and moving to Athens, GA. Presbyters were 
encouraged to thank Suzanne for her many years of service to the Presbytery. 
 
- Heard a special educational presentation by Dr. Rodger Nishioka entitled "21st Century Reformation:  
Eight Trends that Are Changing the Church's Ministry." A copy of the Power Point slideshow for that 
presentation is available on the Presbytery Website.  
 
- Received the Presbytery unaudited financial report for the end of 2008. Total Basic Mission Support 
for the year from churches was $953,636. This was a decrease of $88,473 over the $1,042,110 
received in 2007. Actual expenses exceeded income by $2,885. Basic Mission Support income was 
distributed in these amounts: $218,289 to the mission work of the General Assembly, $27,155 to the 
mission work of the Synod of South Atlantic, and $708,193 for Central Florida Presbytery mission.  
 
- Churches that have not reported their 2009 Financial Commitment for Basic Presbyterian Mission 
Support are asked to communicate that information to CFP Finance Manager, Karen Daniel, as soon 
as possible.  
 
- Dissolved the administrative commission appointed to assist the Crosspoint Presbyterian Church in 
property development matters.  
 
- Appointed an administrative commission to look into the ability of the session at New Life 
Presbyterian Church to wisely administer the affairs of the church during a season of internal conflict 
and granted that commission power to assume original jurisdiction if necessary at the request of two 
elders of the church and the Committee on Ministry.  
 
- Received reports or took actions about Inquirers and Candidates for the Ministry:  

 
·  Noted that the Committee had voted to continue Omar Gonzalez of First Church, Orlando, 

as an Inquirer under care of the Presbytery.  
 
·  Removed the name of Darrin Phipps, former member of the St. Pauls Church, Ocoee, from 

the roll of inquirers.  
 
·  Noted that the CPM had certified Coos Kirwan, Candidate from the Oakland Church ready 

to be examined for ordination when he has completed several remaining requirements.
