Are you as excited about the 2010 Census as I am?  Not the national census.  
Not even the congregational “census” (i.e. annual statistical report) we send to 
our denominational headquarters this time each year.  The one that kindles my 
enthusiasm concerns our 2010 confirmands and their mentors.  This year the 
Christian Education Committee endorsed an approach to confirmation which 
matches young people preparing to make a public profession of faith with 
adult mentors willing to accompany these growing disciples on the journey of 
faith.  These one on one relationships reflect the discipleship model Jesus 
entrusts to his first followers in the form of the Great Commission at the end 
of Matthew:  “Go and make disciples (emphasis added)….”   
     Disciple-making implies an apprentice-based, hands-on, “looking over 
another’s shoulder” type of learning focused on “formation” more than 
“information,” the building of a relationship rather than the mastering of so 
many facts and concepts.  You might say that disciple-making gives flesh and 
bones to what we believe.  And that’s what gets my blood pumping because 
it’s the church’s central calling, our number one priority. 
     The theme for this year’s national census is, “It’s in our hands.”  We might 
claim this motto for confirmation, if, by it, we affirm our responsibility to 
nurture those we baptize to the end that they become committed disciples of 
Jesus Christ.  And, if by it, we recognize that what’s been placed in our hands 
is the gift, the privilege, the great adventure of being and becoming Jesus’ 
apprentices in company with one another.  Furthermore, if we entrust 
ourselves and those we nurture to a set of unseen hands and affirm the 
awesome promise that “the eternal God is our dwelling place and underneath 
are the everlasting arms.” 
     Our confirmands are “in our hands.”  With this blessed, awe-inspiring 
awareness in mind, I urge you to hold them and their mentors in your prayers.  
Introduce yourself to them and offer words of encouragement and support as 
they discover the joy and challenge of following Jesus!

Central Brevard Sharing Center update: I though you might find it interesting to know some of the statistics 
from our year end report since you are so generous in your support of our programs. 
 
49,911 meals were served in the kitchen; we provided-financial assistance to 590 families; client assistance to 
16,558 clients; emergency groceries to 15,595 and showers for 4,097 homeless clients. The Cold night program 
served 336 people; Holiday meal boxes were given to 320 families; Christmas stockings/gifts given to 390 
children and new shoes were given to 247 school children. The Sharing Center partnered with - Brevard Health 
Alliance mobile clinic treating 801 clients; Second Harvest Food Stamp advocate to assist 361 clients and with 
the Veteran’s Administration counselors.

Air Mobile 
Ministries is the inventor of the Vortex Voyager which is a backpack size apparatus that converts contaminated 
water into drinkable water. Each machine costs $2,000. Through numerous mission trips to Haiti prior to the 
earthquake and subsequent mission projects after the quake, there are over 300 Vortex Voyagers in Haiti. If you 
would like more information on this mission project please contact Tom and Terrie Franco (433-2225) 
 
This year Per Capita is a total of $5,499 which equals $14.50 per member. Please consider helping RPC to 
defer this cost by writing a check to RPC and designate “per capita” in the memo field.
