  William Sloane Coffin, writing in Credo, notes that
“In the Holy Land are two ancient bodies of water.  Both are fed by the Jordan River.  In one, fish play and roots find sustenance.  In the other, there is no splash of fish, no sound of bird, and no leaf around.  The difference is not in the Jordan, for it empties into both, but in the Sea of Galilee: for every drop taken in one goes out.  It gives and lives.  The other gives nothing.  And it is called the Dead Sea.”  Credo, p. 15

    This arresting observation lies at the heart of RPC’s Stewardship Theme for 2007-8:  Give to Live, Live to Give!  Robust, vibrant, adventurous living depends on a giving spirit as Jesus affirms, “Give away your life; you’ll find life given back…given back with bonus and blessing.”  Luke 6:38 The Message 
    We need not venture off to the Holy Land to confirm this truth.  Consider the Indian River Lagoon.  Technically, it’s an estuary distinguished by the fact that it is open at both ends.  The ocean tides flow in and out of this remarkable body of water, creating a rich aquatic habitat and supporting an amazingly diverse ecosystem.  Nourished by the vast expanse of the Atlantic Ocean, the Indian River thrives, in part, because it gives back what it receives and continuously returns its life-sustaining resources to its source.
    So it goes with our lives when they are truly centered in the heart of God’s self giving love in Jesus.  When we give away our lives we do find life given back again “with bonus and blessing.”  How often I have discovered in the course of ministering among you, how much I have received from you in return!  I visit you in the hospital and come away moved by your courage in the midst of pain.  I serve with you on committees and your commitment renews my own call to serve Christ in this place.  I walk with you through the valley of the shadow of death and draw inspiration and comfort from the fellowship we share in times of sorrow.
   Living and Giving certainly go hand in hand and, together, hold the key to faithful stewardship.  Inspired by God’s own awesomely gracious and generous example in Jesus Christ, I pray all of us will Give to Live; Live to Give as we consider dedicating ourselves and our substance to the work of Christ and the glory of God in the year ahead!
